PUBLIC NON - AGENDA ITEMS- Gill and Donna Saunders are asking the Trustees if they can move a trailer on to a lot next to them and transfer the water & Sewer tap to that property.  They were told that they would have to be the owner of the land and the taps.  The tap is in Doug McCullough’s name and he has been paying the bill.  The council tabled this until the May 2nd meeting.  At the May 2nd meeting the Saunders would have to supply the trustees with more information and a better drawing of the lot.   This gives the Saunders time to get a letter from Doug to transfer the land with the water and sewer tap into the Saunders name.  It was also discussed that the lot size had to be the 5000 square feet according to code.

Meet Attorney discuss agreement – John Paton makes a motion that we approve the Professional agreement between the new attorney and the town.  Hetty Todd seconds the motion.  Motion passes
Codification Cost-Cally explains that we budgeted $10000. Over the next 2 years for codification.  The company that she found agreed update the codification for $2000.  This is approximate.  They gave her a quote of $500 to host the codification, but the town will just keep the codes on the Towns website and make the changes that come.
Review financials- no one had any questions about the Revenues and Expenditure report.  Cally explained that it is a work in progress.
Code of Conduct – Chris Johnson makes a motion that the town adopt the code of conduct for the trustees.  Ralph Clark 2nds the motion.  John Paton opposes.  Motion passes
Executive Session regarding personnel and vacancy of Public Works Assistant –Mayor Wanda Gofforth ask Bruce Bair and Cally Gallegos if they would like to discuss the resignation in the open meeting or an executive session.  They both agreed to executive session.

 Chris Johnson makes a motion that the town council go into executive session to discuss the resignation of the Public Works assistant.  John Paton 2nds the motion.  Motion Passes
Reconvene Regular meeting – Chris Johnson makes a motion that the town advertise the position for a part-time Public Works assistant in the DCI and the High Country shopper.  Hetty Todd 2nds the motion.  John Paton opposes.  The Clerk will put an ad in the papers immediately.  The council will do interviews on May 16th work session.

3. Public Works – Bruce wanted to public thank Al Boyd for the years of service.  Bruce should the letter and photos that were sent to Timothy Scraggs regarding his trash.  He has until May 2 to have the trash cleaned up.  If he does not clean it up the town will hire a company to clean it up and the bill will go to Timothy Scraggs.  If no payment is made the clerk will put a lien on his property.  Spring clean-up is May 14,15,16.  Water is still overflowing.

5. Clerk- Cally reports that the cost of codification will be under $2000.  Pera denied the town’s letter of appeal to forgive the interest for monies owed to pera from the town for AED/SAED.
