Public Hearing for 2019 Budget 6:50 Mayor Wanda Gofforth opens public hearing for the 2019 budget.
Bruce Bair Public works director explains to the audience and the council that we will be doing some capital improvements in 2019 with the help from the reserve monies.  We added $40k to the General fund to help pay for the sidewalks in and around the park and fencing.  Budgeted General fund Revenue is $127,600.  General fund expenses would be $125355.  Water fund revenue estimated at $102,500.  In addition, expenses at $87823.  Capital improvement projects planned are fencing the water treatment plant and doing some sandblasting on water equipment located on cottonwood creek.
Sewer Revenues, which include $12000 from the sewer fund reserve, total  $106100.  $5000 will be used for the Grating at the sewer plant and $5000 will be used for maintenance on the lift station.  Sewer expenses $103823.  The Conservation trust fund planned expenses will be to repair the wall in front of the playground and the fencing around the park and play ground.  Budget is $18000, which will be allocated from the reserves of the CTF fund and the assistance from the county from their CTF fund.  Hearing is closed @ 6:57 pm.

TDS Tower installation- After Bruce and TDS worked on the plan to install the TDS tower at the Town water tank they discovered that the first location would not work.  They agreed that the northeast corner side of the tank would work better and Bruce mentioned that because they were moving up the hill that maybe the pole would not have to be as tall.  TDS agreed to look into that and do what they could to use a shorter pole.  They added that the satellites that would be attached to the pole were the size of a pizza and that they did not omit any dangerous toxins.
