8. PUBLIC NON - AGENDA ITEMS- Janet from J & M Farm ask if the town would be interested in renting the kitchen out at a monthly rate.  See her attached proposal.

a. Public Works – Bruce was absent due to the fact that he had already worked more than 40 hours this week.  Cally reported that all is well and he wanted to report that Don Ludwig did a fantastic job for him while he was on vacation.  
b. Board Members- Chris Johnson asked about the leftover revenues not spent in 2018.  Clerk did not have exact figures but told him that he could look at the budget in his packet to see those figures.
c. Clerk – Cally reports that she was called to shut off the water the week that Bruce was on vacation.  She said that she did not appreciate being told that she was stupid and to “F” off.   Don was on duty but had just run the sewer samples to Delta.  Cally went to shut the water off for them at the meter because the building was flooding.  Cally had to shut down the office, walk up to the shop, and get the truck out of the shop.  She also, grabbed some insulation to reinsulate the meter.  
Council asked Cally to write a letter to let people know that they are not to get into the meter pit and that they need to find the shutoff to their property and if they don’t have one they need to install a shut off.
John Paton stated that maybe we need to hire a fulltime employee and Wanda stated that we do not have enough work for a fulltime employee and that the part-time was working out fine.  She stated that we need someone to learn the clerks job, We discussed that we need someone to also learn the Clerks job so that when she goes out on vacation she does not have to come back to 2 weeks of work, and Cally replied that Bruce does not have time to do all of his work and Callys.  Chris Johnson suggested that Bruce and Cally meet with the part time help and see if they want to help out the clerk.  Cally stated that Drew could probably be trained to help out the clerk.
