New Business

Diamond Joe Café and Saloon Liquor License

John Paton makes a motion that we approve the liquor license for the Diamond Joe, Mike Tiedeman seconds the motion.  Motion passes.  Cally suggest that the town waves the fee for the Diamond Joe Café and Saloon to have a temporary liquor license from the town, since we want the town to prosper.
