1. Minutes - Wanda ask that corrections be made to the April 11 minutes that Hetty Todd was assigned the Crawford Area Planning rep.  Ralph Clark makes a motion that we approve the minutes as corrected.  Chris Johnson seconds the motion.  Motion passes
2. Disbursements – Mike Tiedeman makes a motion to approve the disbursements.  Hetty Todd seconds the motion.  Motion Passes
3. Public Works – Bruce announces that spring clean up will be May14,15,16.  A list of what we will pick up is at the town hall or on the Crawford web site.  He was on vacation for a week and the clerk covered for him.  We have the new handicap ramp in the park.  He will need to move a couple of sprinklers.  Water flow for the town is good.  50 gpm more than last year at this time.  Wastewater is good.  May 16th meeting we will do interviews for the Assistant Public works.  
4. Board members John Paton asked if the town recovered their money for the 377 Cedar Properties.  Clerk said yes.  He also asked if we could get speed bumps for Cedar Ave.  Bruce will check with CDOT.
5. Hetty Todd stated that the newspaper reported that the Cemetery board wanted the Town to change the intergovernmental agreement, but she states that Joe Oglesby is the only one that wants that. 

6. Clerk- Met with DOLA and they said that we are doing a good job with the finances.  
7. Mayor’s Report- Wanda Gofforth reports that she went to the municipal quarterly and Elevate was there asking us to send a screen shot of our speed on the internet.  TDS said that we had high speed and that Broadband was not necessary.  Mark Kurtz with elevate asked that we spread the word and send the results of our speed tests to him so that he can go to bat for us.  Cally added that you go to speedtest.net and then send the results to her and she will forward them to Mark.  
Wanda added that the Gallagher amendment would take more of our mill levy away from us if the house does not make changes.  

In addition, the school district is adding safety cameras and buzzers to doors to keep the kids safe.  

The Ambulance will be asking for a mill Levy increase in 2019. 

June 15th Cally and Wanda will attend a meeting in Montrose regarding matching monies for Grants.
