Wanda Gofforth Mayor went straight to the Items on the agenda and she said that we would come back to the Public Non Agenda Items.

Debbie Griffith- Delta County Assessor was here to explain the Mill Levi.  See documents attached.

Dola –.  State paid consultant for the area.

 Dola states that they have 4 divisions, Property taxation,
 Assessment and Appeal Board 

Division of housing, for affordable housing administer Federal funds.  They serve low income/senior needs. 
Division of Local Government.  They can help you with anything that we need.  Technical support can help with issues.

Dola has 8 regional managers.  
Grant:  Energy & mineral impact program.  Grants 3x a year Federal community projects Preschool funds 1 grant every February (community needs)
Ready - Rural Economic activity development.

Delta County used grant money when the mines closed down to support the community.

Bruce Bair asked if Dola had a grant that the town could receive to replace a water tank.  And ask if it was a fund matching program and if so how much.  Elyse stated yes, it would be in stages.  Engineering would be there part and then construction would be another fund.  50 % match.  They would consider our financial situation.  
Public Non Agenda Items
Jim Crook – How is the town going to get the word out?  He suggests the marque.  
Eric Stephenson – “Would like to ask about the mayor recall.  His concern is driving in and out of town regarding the sign on the edge of town.  Anyone can run for mayor.  Elect a new mayor, and in 6 months we can challenged again.  We are making our town look silly.  How much time and money has the town spent?  Attorney fees, what could the money that we are wasting on this, be spent on.  Bruce adds that the money comes from the general fund.  We could do maintenance and drainage around town.  Election fees will cost somewhere from $600-$1000.  This will cost each one of us more money.”   
Jay Ziegler – Has stated that the mayor has wasted $7000 Wanda asks Jay several times to sit down.  Jay told Wanda to “Kiss his Ass” The Sheriff escorted Jay Ziegler out.  

Non agenda Items
Bruce Bair Reports that the 2017 Budget is available in the office.  Public hearing will be held in November.  He States that the General Fund is taking the hit.   He and Al are mulching (they bought new mulching blades for the mower) and they are continuing to gear up for winter.  They are installing the water and sewer for Pam Porter.

Chriss Watters reported that the Chamber wants to host the area chamber meeting.  They are also working on the parade of lights and the tree show. They have mounting hardware and post also if you want.  
John Paton – Thanks everyone for coming.  Nothing on juvenile diversion.  Encourage people to start a neighborhood watch program.  

Hetty Todd – Encourages people to come to the fire auxiliary breakfast/Bake sale on Saturday morning at 6:00 to raise money for the fire station.  

Wanda Gofforth reports that she went to the Delta Housing Authority.    We have had 2 loans here in Crawford this year.  It is for low income housing.   This year they have received grants.  DHA is planning   on 27 projects for 2017.  They have a down payment assistance program for people that are trying to purchase housing.  They have low income rentals.  They are looking for volunteers to help with the loan process.  They are trying to keep people in their home.  
She asked if the Town can go ahead and send out the BLM letter that was approved at the October 5th meeting.   She asked if anyone had any comments.   
November 2nd meeting – Budget review, Chamber and fire Auxiliary want to rent the building.  We will discuss supporting the Delta Housing Authority by pledging some money to them.  Also, we will vote on the agenda resolution.  
Cally reports that she is working on the credit card process.  She is real close to having it done.  She is just waiting on the state to finish up on their end.
