New Business

1. North Fork Ambulance needs to increase membership and they need everyone to help.  Their membership in the valley is 34%.  They cannot continue to operate, in the black if people don’t sign up!  They are the only ambulance that is not supported by taxes, but it may be that they have to ask the property owners for a mill levy increase to support the ambulance.
2. Mill Levy flier – Add the Gallagher amendment expiration that will also decrease our mill levy.

3. Marijuana ordinance – Still need to make some changes, on the definition of locked and enclosed structure.   Change paragraph stating the number of plants to reflect what the state already requires.  Cally also suggests that we need to educate the public on the new laws.

4. Nuisance ordinance – Attorney has not completed it yet.

5. Budget discussion – Clerk handed out packets to all member of the council for preparing the budget for 2018.  Wanda asked if anyone had things that they would like to add to the budget for 2018.  Chris Johnson stated that he would like to see the bridge widened on dogwood going out to Fruitland mesa.   Wanda mentions the codification, of ordinances that haven’t been done since 2005, but that we were waiting on a number from the attorney.  Fence around the chlorine house, but we may have enough money in Cirsa to pay for that, the chlorine alarm and the cameras.  Wanda would also like to get the clerk a standup desk for the clerk’s desk so that she doesn’t have to set in front of the computer all day.  Also, mentioned raises for the employees to keep them, and be competitive with other towns.  Chris Johnson stated that he would also like to give the employees back the insurance benefit money back that was taken away from them earlier in the year.

Cally – reports that the second billing is out, and she still has some bugs to work out.  Ask the council if the floor passes inspection.  They agreed that we could sign off on it and pay them for the job.  It is one of the worst jobs they have ever seen.
