1. CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER  7:01pm
2. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA - Chris Johnson politely  makes a motion to approve the agenda, that was so skillfully written by the Clerk.  Hetty Todd 2nds the motion.  Motion Passes
3. CONSENT AGENDA

Minutes from August 2018 Ralph Clark makes a motion to approve the minutes for the August minutes and to approve the disbursements, Jessica Hart 2nds the motion.  Motion Passes
4. NON-AGENDA ITEMS – No Non Agenda Items
5. ANNOUNCEMENTS – Wanda Gofforth announces that school is in session so slow down and watch for the kids wandering aimlessly through town in attempt to increase their knowledge that will be used in their latter years.  Wanda, thanks the public for their diligent conservation of  water.
6. OLD BUSINESS* 

Franchise Tax ordinance w/TDS – We all enjoyed the 2nd reading of Ordinance 4 – 2018 by Mayor Gofforth.  Always a luxury to listen to these chatty documents!  Chris Johnson eagerly made a motion to approve the ordinance 4-2018 regarding the franchise tax that the town will continue to receive on a monthly basis, Hetty Todd graciously 2nds the motion.  Motion Passes.  The Board of Trustees and the staff celebrate the passing of this ordinance.  
Water Shutoff ordinance Ord. 3-2018 – Lucky Mayor Gofforth now reads Ordinance 3 – 2018, for the 4th time.  Always a pleasure and the highlight of the meeting.  Lifelong resident and board member Ralph Clark, quickly makes a motion to approve Ordinance 3-2018 regarding water shutoff (if you don’t pay your water bill on or before the 20th of each month your water will be deemed late on the 30th and the town will shut off the water for non- payment).  Again, Hetty Todd eagerly 2nds the motion.  Motion passes with all members voting yea!!! 
7. NEW BUSINESS*
Renew Diamond Joes Liquor License – Chris Johnson gladly made a motion that the Town of Crawford renew the Liquor license for the Diamond Joe Café and Saloon.   Hetty Todd promptly seconded the motion.  The Motion Passes.
Lenore Cambria North Fork Pool – The North Fork Pool & Recreation District report that they have secured almost $1,000,000. In 2018 to complete this 4 ballfield complex on the property in Hotchkiss.  Funded by in-kind donations.  GOCO, DOLA, Gates family foundation, El Pomar Foundation, the Daniels Fund, Hotchkiss Lions Club, Town of Hotchkiss, Hotchkiss Home Plate, the Roberts Memorial Fund, the Nolte Family, Delta County Road & Bridge, Randy Fender and Mesa engineering, Town of Hotchkiss, Grand Junction Pipe & supply, DMEA & Gallegos Construction.  Construction will begin in the fall of 2018.  They invite everyone to go and enjoy the walk and bike trails that have already been constructed.  Very impressive, the Board was astonished at the funding they received.  They will also be will be attempting to increase their mill levy which has also ratcheted down over the years.  Original Mill levy rate was 1.4 reduced to .893 in 2004.  They are looking for a mill levy of 2.5.
Small Change Grant for Water Dispenser – The board deliberates applying for a small change grant ($10,000 is max funding) from Region 10.  They concede that once Bruce gathers all the information on the actual cost of updating the water dispenser, they would determine if the town would conceivably upgrade the dispenser to a card reader gadget.  Bruce will advance to work on the information.  Clerk Cally Gallegos added that she would be enthusiastic to fill out the grant paper work, it is not an intricate form and she has already completed the form for the Chamber of Commerce.
Lease spring access to Crawford Mesa Water – Bruce is waiting for an agreement from Crawford Mesa Water.
8. PUBLIC NON - AGENDA ITEMS
a. Public Works – Water flows have commenced to recover from the dark depths of the 2018 drought.  We still have water  disgorging from the water system.  Bruce is inquiring information on a pump that the town could use to clean the chlorine chamber at the wastewater facility.  Bruce has been installing yield signs around town in areas that materialize to be a peril to the soul of everyone that commutes in town.  Ralph Clark recommends that Bruce interrogate the MUTCD  to amass the laws of traffic control.  Bruce complies to look up the mandate for factual coronation of signage.
b. Board Members – 
Jessica Hart has nothing good to say in regards to the activity of the Chamber.  Also she had nothing bad to say about them either!
Hetty Todd has absolutely nothing to say.

Chris Johnson thinks that the effluent of the town  should be a  priority and that we need to have an engineering analysis done and he graciously tendered to interrogate  our congressman, affirming that they always have money to commit to ridiculous funds, we could potentially obtain some capitalization.
Ralph Clark concurs that the lack of drainage has always been a concern in the town.  

c. Clerk -  The town received the severance and mineral tax revenue today.  Stating that total income for 2018 is $1500.
